Some requirements can miti-
gate politicking. | think it might be interesting to look at
the voting members and see who is eligible. Maybe
standing committee chairs might be eligible or could
have a vote. Maybe next panel we could look at this.//All
officers went to CNIA elections. They do it completely
different. They submit resumes. And each dist can nomi-
nate one member: there are a lot of ways that it can be
done.//I've been to several election assemblies. My ob-
servation and opinion is that the body would not elect an
inappropriate candidate. Don’t forget rule 62. We can be

Standing Committee Reports: Quarter 3, 2014

Archives: The Archives Committee has been continuing our work on several projects. We are preparing
our repository for the Archives Open House on Nov 15" from 11am - 4pm. We recently cataloged and labeled our
main set of display boards. We are continuing to work on new display boards as well. Once again, we would like to
thank all the groups that have helped in preserving the history of CNCA by sending in their group histories. We will
be presenting our bid for the 2016 National AA Archives Workshop at this year’s workshop in King of Prussia, PA.
BTG: Of the districts reporting in the last quarter we have had 95 presentations made with over 350 re-
quests for contact. We have had a busy quarter planning our Forum coming up in Dist 12, Santa Rosa on Novem-
ber 1st as well as participation in our Bridging The Gap Workshop Weekend in Kansas City Missouri. 3 members
from CNCA were able to participate in the BTG Workshop which we heard back from Jose, our Spanish coordinator
about. We have been going over job descriptions and getting ready for our rotation of this committee at the end of
the year.

Finance: We have been busy with the 2015 budget process. We collected worksheets from standing and
subcommittees to let us know their needs for the next year. The budget is only a plan, based on past income and
expenses and the services we as an area have decided to provide.
